1. He represent MTCC to update the info on the implementation of MTCS and certification standards and provided an idea of what group certification.

2. Normally, the certification is not much problem for the big corporate or group, but the small holders who have no capacity and no resources into certification.

3. For the small holders, we will suggest that they group together and appoint a forest plantation manager (group manager) to lead them and to be certified under a single certificate. 

4. This certificate is held by one organisation on behalf of a group of forest plantation owners/managers who agree to participate in the group.

5. Nowadays, he said that no buyers would believe us even if we change the name of rubber wood. The main point is our rubber wood must from plantation wood. The “forest wood” cannot name as “plantation wood”.

1. He presented on the survey done by MTC London on demand FSC and PEFC. The survey was conducted on various DIY and furniture stores like Germany, UK, Belgium, Poland and Netherland.

ii) Currently very little demand for certified indoor furniture.

iii) Foresee demand for certified furniture becoming popular due to due diligence and purchasing policy in Europe.
